“Hungarian Tourism Quality Award”, the second natigal quality scheme to
be accredited at European level by HOTREC

(Brussels / Budapest, 22 November 2007) HOTRECthe Confederation of National
associations of hotels, restaurants, cafés, and gian establishments in Europe,
accredited the Hungarian quality label “Hungarian Tourism Quality Award” under the
European Hospitality Quality scheme (EHQ) at EHQ leel 2. The Hungarian “Q” is the
second national quality scheme to be recognized Buropean level, after the Swiss “Q”.
The EHQ scheme is the umbrella quality scheme, deeped and managed by HOTREC,
on a voluntary basis and on initiative of the hospality sector itself. It serves as a
reference model at European level for national andegional quality schemes aiming at
ensuring and improving the quality of services infie hospitality sector.

HOTREC Vice-President, Kent Nystrom, explained tigectives of this new HOTREC
initiative as follows: The EHQ is_nointended to replace the numerous existing schenes
national or regional level. It rather provides astgm for evaluating them as well as
information on their meaning”.

Hungary is the second country to obtain the actag#dn by HOTREC of its “Magyar
Turizmus Min ségi Dij” under the European Hospitality Qualitheme.Enterprises entitled
to bear the Hungarian “Q” are now entitled to uddittonally the EHQ label for advertising
purposes.
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On the occasion of the annual general assembhhefHotel Association of Hungary in

Budapest, Kent Nystrom, Vice-President of HOTRE@spnted the EHQ certificate to

Dr. Péter Wolf, President of the Hungarian Natiomaurism Board. The accreditation is

valid for a five years period. The EHQ label isthe process of being registered as a
Community trademark (CTM) with protection withinetfEuropean Union and beyond, in
countries such as Switzerland, Norway, FYR of Macea, Liechtenstein and Monaco.

HOTREC represents the hotel, restaurant and sedtor at European level. This sector counts 1lbomi
businesses and provides 8 million jobs in the Ebhel HOTREC brings together 40 National Association
representing the interest of the sector in 25 dfie European countries.
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In spring 2007, the Hungarian National Tourism Blodogether with the Hotel Association
of Hungary, decided to apply for the accreditatddrihe Hungarian “Q” under the HOTREC
EHQ scheme. On 5 October 2007, Istvan Kovacs, gegr&eneral of the Hotel Association
of Hungary, presented the Hungarian programme itaildéo the HOTREC Quality
Board in Budapest. He also answered the variousstigms of the Board.

Earlier in the year, in July, a delegation of theality Board had already visited the head
office of the Hungarian Q-label at the Hungariartidtzal Tourism Board, in Budapest and,
on the basis of their audit, had recommended theeditation of the programme under EHQ
level 2. The Hungarian quality programme, which wkborated by the Hungarian National
Tourism Board with the active participation of tHetel Association of Hungary, has been
working satisfactorily for three years already amaks gained an increasing reputation in
Hungary: these arguments led HOTREC to make thegbliem Q one of its pilot EHQ
projects!

The EHQ includes three levels (Q’, Q”, Q') witbriteria setting practical requirements for
proper quality management.

One quality-coordinator per establishment,
Internal/self-assessment of the establishment,
Systematic complaint management,

Action plan with relevant measures at least ongeaa,
Limited duration of Q-assessment.
